Overview:  Students will create programs with loops, events, and conditionals and write algorithms for everyday tasks. They will also translate their names into binary, investigate different problem-solving techniques, and discuss societal impacts of computing. The complexity and depth of topics discussed are scaffolded appropriately to provide all students a rich and novel experience. 

Grading Policy and Rubric:  
Online Classwork – 50% Students earn grades based on their success and accuracy in tasks as detailed in their computer lessons.
Offline Classwork – 30% This includes “unplugged activities” and regular classroom assignments where completing and turning in written paperwork via Google Classroom is required.
Contribution – 20% A contribution grade will be given on a weekly basis. Each student starts with 100% and 10% is deducted for each infraction. Infractions consist of breaking classroom rules, failure to work appropriately with work partners, and refusing to bring earbuds/headphones each day. Working cooperatively with a partner or in a small group is necessary to fully immerse oneself in the course.
